
Guide For Parents: Safe Use of Mobile Devices and Resources to Support with Learning and Development
Useful websites/apps for families with 3-4 year olds
The Early Years Alliance in Lincolnshire has developed a series of webinar videos on You Tube for families to access. There are some sessions such as Learning through Play or Growing Talk and there are some that are aimed at parents to help them understand about key learning concepts for children and how to help their children; these cover a range of subjects from using messy play to understanding number.

How to Turn On YouTube Subtitles – Steps:
1. Open a YouTube video. 
2. Click on the box in the bottom right hand corner this turns on the subtitles and goes to English automatically.
3. Click the settings gear icon in the bottom-right corner of the video player to display the video player settings. 
4. Click on Subtitles/CC. 
5. Click on auto translate.
6. Scroll through and then click the desired subtitle language to begin displaying subtitles. 
If using a mobile phone or tablet please complete the steps below before going onto step 2.  
· Click on the more buttons (the 3 circles in the top right hand corner).
· Click on desktop this changes the view so that the subtitles and cog come up on the bottom of the video screen as it would on the desktop of a laptop or computer.

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Time Together with Your Toddler!

Finding things to do with your little one at home, which fit in with your busy family
life, can be difficult. This booklet has been produced by nasen to give you some
ideas of places to look for activities from trusted and well-known sources.

Whether your little one enjoys being outside exploring,
sharing stories, rhymes, making cakes, going on a
treasure hunt, chilling out under a tree or splashing in
water, all of these things can support their development
= and learning.

When you spend time together having fun, you
are helping your child to grow and develop.

Being playful is the best way for young children to
learn and develop; being playful does not always
involve toys! Your little one’s favourite ‘toy’ and
‘playmate’ will be you! When you can, even just a
few minutes of playfulness can be just the thing to
be involved in your child’s development.

Did you know?

In the first three years of life, the brain grows, and changes faster than it does at
any other time.

Being playful with your child can happen anywhere and at any time. The key is to
be at your child’s level, such as on the floor, sitting on blanket, lying down, sitting
on a sofa or chair, in the bath or even in a shopping trolley!

Some of the websites suggested, put activities together by age. Choosing what to
do with your little one should be based on what they enjoy and then adding
different ideas as you go along. You know your child best and what may interest
them.

Children develop at different rates and enjoy different things. They also love to
repeat and do things that they have done before, so even if you have heard the
rhyme, sung the song or played a game your child likes many times, repetition is
good for their brain development.
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When you are looking for something to do with your child, look for the following
symbols to help you find the type of activity you might enjoy:

( 3 years – 12 years)



Drawing is a great way to focus attention and notice details.

· Self- portraits: Sit in front of a mirror with your child, without moving your head draw the lines you see – tracing the outlines right onto the mirror. Make sure you use felt tip pens so that you can wipe it off afterwards!

· Sit opposite your child and both have paper and pens- you can then have a go at drawing each other.

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Games for Touch- Sock Game

( 2 years- 10 years)





For children who are under sensitive to their sense of touch- this is an easy game to play.

Get a big sock and put 2 things inside such as a key and a comb. You can tell the child what the items are and then ask them without peeking to put their hand in the sock and pull out the one that is the key.

You can make it more difficult by not telling the child what the items are ..

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Games for Balance- Walking on Tape

( 3 years-7 years)





Put a piece of tape on the floor, and have your child walk along the piece of tape without falling off. Once they can do this you can mke it more difficult by:

· Can you stay on the tape if you walk with one hand on your head?

· Can you stay on the tape with both hands above your head?

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Games for Touch- Ice Cubes

( 6 months- 2 years)

Introducing new textures to a child who avoids messy things is sometimes difficult. 



Put one or two ice cubes on a slippery tray or plate. Show the child how you can move it around using a finger. You can make the ice cubes bump into each other, or use them to try and build a tower.

To add something different, if you think ahead you can use food colouring to make them different colours..
